OR-xox 3: The origins of this day are not
clear. The legend tells us a story of an
Italian  priest who was executed on
February 14, around 269 C.E. According
to one legend, Valentine served as
a priest during the third century in Rome.
When Emperor Claudius Il decided that
single men made better soldiers than
those with wives and families, he forbade
marriage for young men. Valentine
disobeyed the order of Emperor Claudius
Il and secretly married young
couples anyway.  When  Valentine’s
actions were discovered, he was
sentenced to death. In prison he fell in
love with his jailer’s daughter who
visited him during his confinement. Just
before his death, he wrote her a letter,

which he signed “From Your Valentine”.
(5,8, 3)

OR-xkomx 4. Today, St. Valentine is
the Patron Saint of love, young people,
happy marriages and the holiday was
named after him. Valentine's Day is
nota public holiday, is not a day off.
Businesses have normal opening hours.

Chocolate, candies and cookies are often
cut in the shape of hearts.
